TRIGGER RULES – SURVEYOR SUMMARY
These rules explain when extra comments, hazards, photos and supplements are required. 
They are designed so that higher risk automatically generates more information, without making the form longer than necessary.
1. Ratings → Comments → Hazards → Photos
For each technical section in Section 3 (Navigation, Management & Manning, Fire Safety, Hull & Structure, Machinery, Pollution Prevention, Cargoworthiness / Towage / Fishing Operations, Personal Safety, Deck Machinery & Lifting): 

· Rate each section Excellent / Good / Satisfactory / Poor based on P&I risk. 
· If rated Satisfactory or Poor, provide a brief explanation and, where relevant, cross‑refer to hazards in Section 4 and photo numbers in Section 5. 
· If rated Excellent or Good, comments are optional but should be included where anything noteworthy is observed. 
· Where Navigation, Fire Safety, Hull & Structure, Machinery, Pollution Prevention, Deck Machinery & Lifting, Cargoworthiness / Towage / Fishing or Personal Safety are rated Poor, at least one related hazard must be recorded in Section 4 and appropriate photos listed in Section 5. 
· Where safe and practicable, test critical items (e.g. OWS 15‑ppm alarm, bilge high‑level alarms, emergency fire pump, hatch ultrasonic/hose test, ballast tanks, cargo hold bilges, steering gear changeover) and record results in Section 3.10. 

2. Vessel Type → Mandatory Supplements (Appendix)
Based on the vessel type recorded in Section 1, the relevant Appendix supplement(s) are mandatory, even where related core ratings are Good or Excellent. 
Where the vessel is clearly Excellent or Good in the relevant core sections and the supplement items are in similar condition, the surveyor may state “All items Excellent/Good – no comments required” at the top of the supplement. This shortcut is acceptable only where fully consistent with core ratings. 
· General Cargo / Multipurpose – Supplement A 
· Bulk Carrier – Supplement B 
· Tanker / Chemical / Product / Oil – Supplement C 
· Passenger / Ferry / Ro‑Ro / Cruise – Supplement D 
· Tug / AHTS – Supplement E 
· Offshore Support / Crew / Utility / Renewables – Supplement F 
· Fishing Vessel (<500 GT / >500 GT) – Supplement G 
· Barge (Dry / Wet, Non‑propelled) – Supplement H 
· Dredger / Construction / Research / Work Vessel – Supplement I 
· Yacht / Superyacht – Supplement J 

Where a tug and barge operate as a combined unit, both relevant supplements should be completed. 
3. Hazards – Minimum Expectation
Use Section 4 to record all material hazards identified during the survey. 

If no hazards are recorded, the narrative box must clearly explain why this is appropriate, having regard to the vessel’s age, condition, trade/operation and survey scope. 

Loss Prevention / Underwriting may query reports where an absence of hazards appears inconsistent with these factors. 
4. Photos – Minimum Set and Link to Hazards
Section 5 sets out a representative photo set. Photos should support, not replace, narrative and hazards. 

· Attach at least 20 photos covering, as far as practicable: hull, decks, bridge/navigation equipment, machinery spaces, fire and life‑saving appliances, cargo / tow / fishing arrangements and any recorded hazards.
· Where risk is higher (e.g. several sections rated Poor), more photos are expected. 
· Where possible, each hazard in Section 4 should be supported by at least one photo. 
5. Overall Technical & Operational Risk Score
Your Overall Technical & Operational Risk Score (Section 2.1) should be consistent with the ratings, hazards and photos throughout the form.
If you rate key sections such as Navigation, Hull, Machinery, Fire, Cargo/Tow/Fishing or Personal Safety as Poor, this should usually be reflected in your overall narrative. 
Avoid generic statements. Your narrative summary should clearly reflect the main factors driving the assigned risk score.
